2. It was also emphasized to all the faculty members by the undersigned to prepare a course 

outcome based on the demands of the subject. 



3. The designing of the programme curriculum for B.Sc. Medical Biochemistry was discussed in 

the meeting and the contents to be included in the syllabus were noted and finalized 

accordingly.
